SUMMARY On December 29, 2011, the California Supreme Court issued its decision in the
case of California Redevelopment Association v. Matosantos, which addressed the constitutionality
of Assembly Bills 1x26 and 1x27 (“AB 26” and “AB 27”). In accordance with this decision, all
redevelopment agencies in the state of California were dissolved effective February 1, 2012. On
January 11, 2012 the City Council elected to become the Successor Agency to the Santee
Community Development Commission (“CDC”). As the Successor Agency, the City has certain
administrative and other responsibilities for the winding down of redevelopment activities.

One such requirement is the preparation of Recognized Obligation Payment Schedules (“ROPS™).
The ROPS lists all of the “enforceable obligations” of the CDC Successor Agency, the amounts and
due dates of payments required for each enforceable obligation and the source of funding for each
required payment. The first attached resolution adopts the ROPS covering the period from July 1,
2017 through June 30, 2018 (“ROPS 17-18"). The second attached resolution authorizes a change
in funding source which will enable the Successor Agency to utilize $1,176,202 in unexpended
redevelopment property tax trust funds (“RPTTF”) received to meet enforceable obligations of the
current ROPS 16-17 reporting period, reclassify this as a Reserve Balance and expend the funds on
enforceable obligations of the ROPS 17-18 period. By doing do, the amount of new RPTTF required
to be paid to the Successor Agency on June 1, 2017 will be reduced accordingly, resulting in a
corresponding $1,176,202 increase in property tax revenues available for distribution on June 1,
2017 to the various taxing entities including the City of Santee. Otherwise these funds would
continue to be held by the Successor Agency and would not be applied against future RPTTF
payments until June 3, 2019.

The Successor Agency Oversight Board will meet on January 31, 2017 to review and approve the
ROPS and related resolutions in order to meet the February 1, 2017 filing deadline with the County
Auditor-Controller, State Controller’s Office and the State Department of Finance.
