Utilizing property tax proceeds flowing to the City from the 1983 dissolution of a prior street light
maintenance district, the City funds the electrical, maintenance and capital costs for street lights
of general benefit within the City limits. The City owns 1,892 (1,836 LS2 and 56 metered) of the
total number of streetlights and SDG&E owns 1,183 (LS1). Zone A funds a portion of each
streetlight's energy and maintenance cost based on a Streetlighting Traffic Study that was

completed in 2014.
